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This question is not now one of what Lincoeln, Pur-
cellville, Hamilton or any other town needs ar wants. It is
a question of mm& broad general public policy and public good.
A man in public office should seek not to stir up
strife but when issues are clearly brought he must have suffi-

cient courage and conviction to do what he bekieves to be right

and proper.
