You can assure the patrons of the Leithton School that Miss Story will not return
next session. No selection of teachers has been made yet as the board must first decide whether
there will be one or two teachers. Very few teachers would accept a position without being sure of
the number of teachers in the school.

In connection with the list of pupils for the school nit is very important that we
have the ages of the children. It is only by having that information that we can make an intelligent
decision as to the approximate number of children who will attend school regularly. Our experience
with these lists has been always that we do not get into school all that are listed or that promise to
attend. | am returning the list and ask that you have some one gather this information, if possible.
