In the early purg
of 1810 the State Department of Public
Instruction, realizing the good the
Campbel] county school fulr was dolng
In that eounty, and In full sympatony
with the plan of promoting Industrial
work in the Virglnia publlc schuols
through such falrs, went actively to
work to (nuugurate ths movement in
other countles. The result wus Lhat

what educational value are thuay?

We will let J. . HEggleston, State
Superintzndent eof Pubiic Insuruction,
answer these questions, and gnswes
them In his own words. He sayg of
these falrs:

“The county school fair does Its
work In two directions. First, |t sums
up the work of the boys' corn olubs

and  the girls' garden and poultry !
olubs, the s#:wing eclubs, vcooking
cluby, and similur organizations; und,

second, 1L promotes these organizations
and other valuanble features of schopi
work In countles where they huve made
1ttle headwny and encuurag:s thelp
continuance and enlarg2ment in eoun-
ties where they are doing well It
gathora up resulis and then gives forih
enthuslasm, ncouragemaent, 1 defin-
nite direction for an enlargement of
this educatlonal, economlc and woclal
work.

“The school falr 18 a ecomposite ple-
ture of the work of the children. It
presonts In concentrated form th: re-
sults of varlous lines of cducational
effort. IHere one can see in a fow
hours the frultion of pluns and ldenis
attempted by the hoys and girls dur-
Ing . ths year.

*The school fair offets prizes. This
feature stimulates the zeal of the chil-
dran. It intsreste thelr parenis in the
worly attempted, and thus encourages
cn-operation hetween the children, the
parants, end the teachers.

"The gehool falr bﬂn;l togather lavEs

numbers of ths childr:n from dlfferent
#chocle. It thus anlarges the outlook
of each school community, and caures
the children of each school te measura |
themeselves by the side of the childrin
of other schoal communities.

“The athlatlc contests, the spalling
matches, the recitations, the :umuuu]
In corn ralsing, and In th ralelng of
tomatoss and other vegetables: tha
contests in bresk moking, In making
cakes and candles and prisarvena, and
In canning; the wuodwerking; the con-
teals in Apron and dress making and
In other linee of nesdlewark—all thise
things, brought together

In well or-
dered display, ar: of great educatlonal
and soclal value. They teach definite

purpose: they encourage persistent ef-
fort; they demand careful thought:
they rzquire the abllity to tollow di-
rectlons, which demands closs attes-
tlon and ecancentration: they teach salf-
control and falr play; they enlarge the
Eocial wvision: ther give n botter per-
spretive; they shaw the valus of la-
bor and the shallowness of luck,

“The schoo! falr brings together a
Inrge number of parenta and other
Erown-ups, who come to sc¢e the handl-
work of their ehildren and of the ehll-
dren of other n:lghborhoods, It is
doubtful whether any fenture of edu-
cutlonal work can arouse more Inter-
ext and enthuslaem among grown peo-
ple than the school falr,”
