Project volunteers read, transcribed and analyzed over 230 petitions from parents (patrons) teachers, civic groups and other stakeholders from

dozens of African American and white communities around the county. Petitions dated from as early as the 1900's to the 1950's and

addressed issues or requested redress of problems ranging from school hours to fire hazard(s).

Since graphing every individual issue would render the charts below unreadable, we graphed the top four issues from each set of petitions and

placed the remaining issues into the Miscellaneous category.
